Dear Parents and Carers,

Parent-managed head lice program  
 

Head lice is often associated with school children, thus frequently considered a school issue. How-

ever head lice do not differentiate between schools, homes, business, hygiene or socio -economic 

status. It is a health concern that effects the whole community, thus there needs to be a commu-

nity approach to itsô management. The basis of the óParent-managed head lice programô is a com-

munity approach.  

 

The óParent-managed head lice programô is a concept that has been utilised extensively in a num-

ber of schools within Victoria. A trained group of parents are able to provide regular screenings of 

children at school and support other parents with their management and treatment. The school 

provides support for the program by ensuring guidelines and policies are in place to promote best 

management. The local council, where applicable, can provide individual management strategies 

with specific families, or check those children whose parents have not consented to be checked by 

the volunteer parents.  

 

The principal, parents and School Council at Watsonia Heights Primary have decided to undertake 

this program to help support parents and decrease the incidence of head lice within the school. 

The program goals include:  

 

 Reduce the frustration and misinformation associated with head lice.  

 

 Decrease the concerns regarding head lice within the school community  

 

 Promoting regular home based screening using a conditioner and comb method.  

 

The program involves trained parents donating some time to help screen children for head lice. 

These parents have signed a confidentiality agreement with the school. This check may vary in 

time as to when high incidences of infection are present.  

 

For children to be checked by volunteer parents, a consent form must be signed and returned to 

the school. Volunteer parents must also sign a Confidentiality Agreement with the school to ensure 

privacy is maintained for the child and their families.  

 

The introduction of a óParent-managed head lice programô has been passed through School            

Council. The school has guidelines and policies for performing head lice screening within school 

grounds (eg. infection control and confidentiality), managing infected students when identified, 

and notifying parents of screening results.  

 

Today parents will receive a copy of the consent forms to be returned to school as soon as possible 

so we can get procedures started in an attempt to reduce the occurrence of head lice.
