Dear Parents,

As parents, | would ask you to please be aware of the risks of your child using such
sites. There is access to sites which are potentially harmful to your child and it is important

that you know what sites they are exploring.

At school we routinely explain the dangers of putting personal information on line and of
making comments about other people on line. We are trying to organise a program about the
use of such sites for children in Grades 5 and 6 for Term 4. | have included on page 2, some
information which provides advice to parents and teachers about the use of the internet for

sites such as Face Book and My Space.

Lots happening between now and the end of term. Heritage Week is an exciting way to finish
the term. We are all looking forward to the excursion to Sovereign Hill but it is an early start

so set those alarms and make sure your child is at school at 8.00 am.
