Thank you to those parents who have returned this form and commented on the proposed language 

change in 2010. We appreciate your comments and will consider all in the decision making process.  

 

Languages Other Than English (LOTE) is one of the domains in the Victorian Essential Learning Stan-

dards (VELS). 

In learning a language, students develop communication skills and knowledge and come to understand 

social, historical and cultural aspects of the country. 

At Watsonia Heights the LOTE  Program offered has been Indonesian. Unfortunately as many of you 

are aware over the last couple of years we have been unable to source a qualified LOTE trained Indo-

nesian teacher. As a result of this, the program, when addressed has focused only on the cultural as-

pects of the country. 

The school is currently evaluating the LOTE program as the school is required to report against VELS 

in 2010 on the reports to parents. The staff and School Council are currently considering/have consid-

ered the alternatives available, and at this stage are looking at Italian as the language of choice. We 

are now seeking some parental feedback on this and would appreciate your comments/input.
