Dear Parents, 

How can it be newsletter time so quickly? Final preparations for the concert are 
under way. Jennie and Leah in the office processed over $7 000 worth of tickets 
yesterday a mighty task. I look forward to participating in my first Watsonia Heights 
concert. It has quite a well-deserved reputation and has had a huge amount of 
work lovingly poured into it. 

Thank you to those parents who are taking great care to behave safely in the pick 
up area after school. I am disappointed to hear that some parents have been      
discourteous to teachers on yard duty, who have been asking parents, who are not 
complying with the policy, to use the agreed protocol for collection of children at 
3.30pm.The teachers have been following my instructions to make sure this                
protocol is observed. I do hope that the community understands that we are trying 
to make sure that a tragedy is averted and that your children are safe. If the system 
is not working to ensure this safety then we will lock the gates and parents will 
have to park in the neighbouring streets. 

You may have noticed considerable work happening around the computer room. 
We have been upgrading the whole computer system throughout the school. The 
ICT upgrade has gone very smoothly. The whole system was decrepit and kept 
failing, resulting in very inconsistent computer access for teachers and students. 
We were able to employ a new technician who works at a few neighbouring 
schools as well as here. He is highly skilled and is getting the new system up and 
running. Jennie and I had a meeting with Peter Nunn who is in charge of ICT at the 
Northern Metropolitan Region. He came out and worked out a plan for what we 
needed to do. The school has been re cabled. There is a new server and other 
magical components of things like UPSôs and other parts, with mysterious                      
acronyms, which maintain the system.  

We cleared out the storeroom and relocated the server and set up an office for the 
technician. We are installing 2 air conditioners to keep the equipment at the                    
appropriate temperature. The technician has upgraded many of the existing                
computers to enhance their capacity. He is getting rid of obsolete computers and is 
now making sure that there will be 2 up to speed computers in each classroom and 
15 new computers in the lab. 

With the generous assistance from you, our school community through all the                
fund-raising activities that you have supported throughout the year, the Parentsô 
Association has funded $2 200 for vital equipment needed for this upgrade, and 
has put the remaining money from their fundraising this year towards the purchase 
of a trolley of laptops which could be accessed by all children in Grades 3ð6 in 
2010.  

The results of your commitment to the continual improvement of the facilities of this 
school, will be a fantastic system to take the school forward. It is quite a                             
transformation and your support is making it all happen together, rather than drip 
feeding the project as so often happens due to lack of funds. Thank you very much 
on behalf of the students and teachers at the school.

Students are required to be at school by 11am on Thursday after the concert, although 

students involved in the musical soiree do have a final rehearsal on Thursday morning
